L enten Penitential Regulations

The following information concerns the
practices of Lenten fasting and abstinence:

Ash Wednesday and Good Friday are days of
both fasting and abstinence. All other Fridays
during the season of Lent are days of
abstinence.

Abstinence refers to not eating meat. All
persons fourteen years of age and up are
obliged to abstain.

Fasting refers to eating only one full meal a day 1
with smaller portions that do not constitute a
full meal at the other two meal times.

Adults eighteen years of age up to the age of
sixty are obliged to fast.

Read: Acts15: 1- 35

Reflect: This section of Acts describes the Council of Jeru-
salem, the first of many councils of the church.
