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     Let me take this space this week to provide you some 
updates, as far as I know them.  I had hoped to wait until 
some things were confirmed and in place before giving 
you this information.  Unfortunately, some pieces are still 
not available. 
 
     As you know, Fr. Jerry will be completing his ministry 
at St. Agnes on Sunday, June 28th. Beginning Tuesday, 
June 30, Fr. Paul Gitau will be with us to celebrate Mass 
on Tuesdays, Fridays and Saturday evenings.  He will 
also be our first call for funerals and weddings.  Fr. Paul 
is a priest from Kenya.  He has been here in Rochester 
studying at St. John Fisher and just this Spring received 
his Masters in Mental Health Counseling.  Fr. Paul is cur-
rently pastor of St. Bridget’s and Immaculate Conception 
in Rochester.  He will continue as pastor of these two in-
ner city parishes. Because of their demographics, they 
have very few funerals, and no daily Mass or Saturday 
evening liturgy.  This is why he is free to help us out.  I 
suspect that he will also be available for hospital calls and 
nursing home visits. 
 
     Coverage for our Sunday Mass has not yet been de-
cided.  Please be assured that we will continue to have 
our Sunday morning liturgy and that someone or a regular 
rotation of presiders will be named soon.  Please pray for 
resolution around this issue. 
 
     Finally, concerning the piles of dirt in our backyard 
and the pavilion.  Later this month each parish and school 
family will receive a letter asking for specific support of 
this project.  This can come in the form of finances, con-
struction help or even offering to provide food and drink 
on work days!  Once we have a clear financial picture, we 
will move forward.  In the meantime, the fill is certainly 
helping us to level that part of the property.

With his instruction to, “Do this in 
memory of me,”  Christ ordained the first priests and en-
trusted them with the Sacred Eucharist. On the 50th anniver-
sary of his priestly ordination Pope John Paul II said, “There 
can be no Eucharist without the priesthood, just as there can 
be no priesthood without the Eucharist.”   Let us all pray that 
gifted and faithful men will continue to respond to God’s 
call to priesthood, so that we may all continue to be nour-
ished by Christ’s Body and Blood.

Building Peace with Justice 
     For the Israelites, no other substance than blood could 
symbolize the solemnity of their covenant with God. The 
new covenant, based on love and sealed with Jesus own 
blood would be ritualized with wine-become-blood. To up-
hold our end of the covenant we need simply to follow Je-
sus, going from the Eucharist, reaching out to the world as 
healers. 
     In the southwestern desert, Catholics gather each year 
with their bishops to celebrate the Eucharist on either side of 
a fence separating Mexico from the U.S. They pray for the 
many people - men, women and children - who will cross 
the desert looking for work and for government leaders in 
both countries to find a solution to this crisis that will keep 
desperate people from dying in the desert. 
Reflection: How does the Eucharist call us to respond to the 
immigration crisis?

Now that Melissa is back, she is taking some 
time to look for a job for the coming year (she is a certified 
pre-school teacher) and to see what other ministries are pos-
sible.  She will be with us here at St. Agnes on Fridays from 
now until just before school starts.  I hope to introduce her to 
many of you through her attendance at Mass and home visits 
and hospitals and nursing homes.  So if she calls to schedule 
a visit with you or a family member, I know you will wel-
come her with open hearts.
