     I have just come from helping out at our annual Vaca-
tion Bible School.  What a treat for me to spend some 
time with the children from area churches and the adult 
volunteers.  I want to be sure to say a big word of thanks 
to Mike Drexler, Rev. Carin Farmer and all those who 
offered their time, energy and creativity to make this pro-
gram a success. 
 
     The theme for the day I visited was that our God saves 
us.  The children heard stories of forgiveness and played 
games that taught cooperation.  The games helped bring 
the message to mind that together we can do so much 
more than we can alone.
