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Get into the Acts! 
Are you ready to Get into the Acts? 
Season three of Spirit Alive! Spiri-
tual Renewal in the Diocese of 
Rochester invites us to Grow in our 
Discipleship. So what better part of 
the Bible to spend some time with than the Acts of the 
Apostles?  
 
Week of September  20, 2009  ~  Read: Acts 2: 14 - 41 
Reflect: Peter’s speech to the crowd is the first of many in 
Acts that connects the message of the prophets to the real-
ity of Jesus the Messiah. Peter is trying to show how the 
Good News is rooted in salvation history, God’s action 
and preparation in human history for the revelation of 
Jesus. My experience of God is also rooted in my history 
and my people. How has my family shaped my under-
standing of living as a follower of Christ? How has my 
experience of church changed and challenged me as a 
disciple? How does the “ rootedness”  of the Catholic 
Church influence my life as a disciple in the world? 
Did anything else stand out for me in this section of Acts? 
 

Act it Out! How do my reflections today inform how I 
will live out my discipleship in the world this week? 
 

Could I ...make a special effort to connect with someone 
in my family; maybe someone I haven’ t spoken with 
lately? 
...learn about how previous generations of my family or 
my community lived out their faith, and try to adapt it to 
my time?  ...speak the truth about struggles and conflict in 
my family or community, and offer to work towards 
peace? How else could I act it out?

I love this time of year.  It seems that as the days grow 
shorter and a little cooler, we also turn our minds and 
lives over to a more scheduled time, with work, school 
or other programs and projects.  It is no different in the 
Church. 
 
It is at this time of year that we talk in earnest to those 
who might want to know more about our Catholic faith, 
or are interested in becoming members of our faith and 
of our community.  This year is no different.  So far we 
have 4 children and 4 adults who have found a home at 
St. Agnes and are moved to look more closely at the 
Catholic faith.  And there may be a few more who have 
yet to come forward. 
 
I mention this because this new growth does not hap-
pen accidentally.  People need to be drawn into our 
Church by the faith already present and active in the 
community. Though Deacon Ed, Mike, Theresa, Dr. 
Ben and the rest of the staff work very hard at making 
this a welcoming community, with a faith that is living 
and active, it would mean nothing without all of you 
participating with your heart and soul.  Time and again 
I hear what a welcoming community this is.  This is 
certainly something to be celebrated, but it is also 
something we need to continue to work at.  We cannot 
let fears about this time of transition weigh us down too 
much.  We need to have faith that God is with us in all 
of this. 
 
So look around you, at the people seated near you.  Do 
you recognize them?  Are they new to our community?  
Introduce yourself and don’ t be shy about what you 
love about St. Agnes.  Our strength is in our spirit – 
please do not ever hide the light of that spirit under a 
basket!

FLU GUIDELINES 
     As you know, there©s been a lot in the news media of 
late about the flu. As has always been the case if you or 
members of your family are coughing, sneezing or other-
wise ill, it is a good idea to stay home from  Mass to recu-
perate and so as not to infect others. Likewise, you should 
not drink from the cup during Holy Communion if you are 
sick; remember that we receive the whole Christ, "body, 
blood, soul and divinity" when we receive of the Eucharist 
in either form. During the Sign of Peace, you can offer a 
smile and little bow rather than a handshake if you feel 
under the weather or feel especially vulnerable, just as you 
can refrain from holding hands during the Our Father from 
similar concerns. For our part, we©ll be monitoring the 
situation in our area carefully through health advisories, 
and we©ll adjust our practices as a faith community if nec-
essary.

Building Peace with Justice 
     Today’s Gospel invites us to journey with Jesus in a 
spirit of humility and service to all….with special care for 
the most vulnerable. Children suffer most from war and 
conflict in our world. The UN reports that 1/3 of those 
killed or injured during the conflict in Gaza last year were 
children and many lost caregivers and siblings. Palestin-
ian and Israeli children’s well being and mental health 
have been severely affected by the continuing conflict in 
the Holy Land. In his encyclical, Caritas in Veritate, 
Pope Benedict XVI teaches, “Peace building requires the 
constant interplay of diplomatic contacts, economic, tech-
nological and cultural exchanges, agreements on common 
projects, as well as joint strategies to curb the threat of 
military conflict.”  
Learn more about the underlying causes of the conflict in 
the Holy Land and how the U.S. Catholic community 
helps build peace through the work of Catholic Relief 
Services.
