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Transition Team Summary 
The Transition Team met on Thursday, 
September 24 and here are the high-
lights of that meeting: 
·  The Finance Councils of the three 
parishes will come together for a joint 
meeting sometime after October 24th. 
·  The Parish Pastoral Councils will meet with some 
members of the Transition Team on Tuesday, October 13 
at St. Paul of the Cross.  The main agenda item for this 
meeting will be a discussion of possible Mass schedules. 
·  We have received good feedback on the FAQ’s pub-
lished earlier in September.  We will run individual ques-
tions and answers in bulletins as space allows.  Members 
of the Transition Team will be present for coffee hours at 
each Church in the next month or so. 
·  The possible Mass schedule scenarios were brain-
stormed and will continue to be the agenda for our meet-
ing on October. 
We will have a Cluster Lenten retreat in the area of 
change and conversion. 
 

Our next meeting is Thursday, October 22nd at St. Paul of 
the Cross. 

Get into the Acts!  
 Week of October 4th 
 27th Sunday of Ordinary Time   
Read: Acts 4: 5 - 31 
 

Reflect:  The Sanhedrin challenge 
Peter and John in this section of Acts, thinking that Peter 
and John are uneducated, ordinary men. Yet, even though 
the local leaders think they are unqualified, the two apos-
tles cannot help but speak the truth about what they have 
seen and heard. Do I feel “qualified”  to be a disciple? 
What in my world scares me about speaking the truth of 
what I have seen and heard? How can I earn to better ex-
press my “ordinary”  faith and stand in courage before that 
which scares me?  Did anything else stand out for me in 
this section of Acts? 
 

Act it Out! How do my reflections today inform how I 
will live out my discipleship in the world this week? 
Could I … 
...go outside my comfort zone and visit a new community 
in another part of my city or town? 
...look for God in an “ordinary”  part of my day and tell 
someone that I see God there? 
...talk with people at work or school about how a new 
movie helped me learn something new about my under-
standing of God? 
 

How else could I act it out?

I recently received a question concerning our daily cele-
brations of Communion Services and Masses and the oc-
casion of funerals.  I thought it was a good question that 
has arisen from time to time and thought this would be the 
appropriate place to give an answer. 
 
The concern was “Why do we cancel the Communion 
Service or Mass when there is a funeral?”   The answer is 
two-fold.  First of all, it is never good to divide the Eu-
charistic community.  What I mean by this is simply if 
Mass is being celebrated on a given day, it is preferable to 
have as many of the faithful gathered as possible.  The 
celebration of the Eucharist, whether at a weekday Mass 
or at a funeral or wedding, is an occasion for all to cele-
brate the Eucharist and to receive communion.  This 
speaks to the fact that this celebration is a communal 
event, and not a private devotion. 
 
Secondly, because our community is so closely knit and 
people want to be supportive of fellow parishioners who 
are grieving, many who regularly attend our weekday ser-
vices would also want to attend the funerals.  Very often 
those volunteers who lead our communion services are 
somehow involved in one aspect or another of the funeral 
celebration. 
 
As the number of priests has diminished in recent years, 
more and more parishes are adopting the same policy as 
St. Agnes.  When there is a funeral, we cancel the morn-
ing Communion Service or Mass.  If you have any further 
questions or concerns, please do not hesitate to ask.  And 
finally, if you are a daily communicant who stays away 
when there is a funeral, why not consider joining us in 
praying for those members of our community who are 
grieving.  It is a wonderful way for us to support one an-
other.  Thank you so much for all you do to build up the 
body of Christ in Avon.
