The kids need to know authors, illustra-
tors, dates, chapter titles, first and last lines, vocabulary, 
story elements and chronological order of events. At the end 
of the semester the different schools gather, based on which 
area chapter they are affiliated with, and compete. After the 
spring competition each chapter sends its champion to the 
regional finals.
